The following safety and sensible expectations are written so that every child may learn and
grow in their understanding of God while attending W.O.W — Word on Wednesday.

In order to assure your child has a safe and fun learning environment we ask that you review
these expectations with your child and then sign the form and send it back to the church. If
you have any questions please contact J. Michael Brown, Children, Youth and Family Minister
at 474-3787 or e-mail youth@mountcross.org.

e«  When riding in the Church van, seat belts MUST be worn at all times, from
leaving the school parking lot until the van has come to a COMPLETE STOP in
the church parking lot.

« Both children and adults will treat one another with respect at all times.

e Church property will be used gently and with care.

e Children will play in designated areas: the fenced playground, parking lot between
the church and La Casita (when an adult can supervise) or the basketball court.

All other areas are off limits.

« Throwing stones, pine cones, or anything else (except proper balls provided) at
other persons is ABSOLUTELY forbidden.

o If there is snow on the ground, snowballs are NOT to be thrown at anyone not
voluntarily participating in an organized, supervised snowball fight; snowballs
must be aimed only at the torso and are NEVER to be aimed at someone’s head —

that could result in serious injury.

e A reminder regarding pick-up times:
e Full days @ 4:45 p.m.

If pick-up, or permission to walk home, cannot be provided on a particular day, PLEASE do
not allow your child to attend that day.

Individuals not conforming to the above expectations may be asked to suspend their
participation in W.O.W. This is meant to be a pleasant time for ALL.
